Page 96, second paragraph    Delete the "is" in "If we are is ...."

p 228, Eq 10.9  There is one too many close brackets ].

p 254, Fig 10.1  The 20, 30, 200 and 300 psia ticks are missing from the bottom axis.

p 268  Prob 10.8  It should say n-heptane, not n-pentane 

Page 279 and page 285 I use 67% for the butanol-rich phase instead of the 65% used in Chap. 8.

Page 295  Text says "undersaturated brine"; it should say "unsaturated"

p 318  The title of section 12.6 is written as 112.6.

p 346, Prob 12.21 (a) Change the Figure 12.7 to 12.8.

p 431, Table A.8  The carbonate, fluoride, sulfate, sulfide and sulfite ions are shown as + when they should all be -. 

p 470, The answers to Prob. 12.21 should be listed as kJ/ mol, not kcal/mol 

p 470, In  the answers to Prob. 13.4 replace K12.D with K12.E.
